The holders are so designed as to minimise the risk injury even in the event that an 
effect fails to perform correctly. 

14 All magicians and Hosts working for Liam Ball Ltd have completed a full training 
course, are members of The Magic Circle and have £10 million public liability 
insurace. All performers (supervisors) have a minimum of two years full-time practical 
experience.
